Rick: Over the many yeare we have been miggionaties, we have found that it ic alwaye eacier to stay
in chape and maintain our decired weight when we are on the micgion field than when we are in the United
Qtatec. In fact, | have been known to complain,” Just living in the United Stateg i¢ fattening!” But why ic
thie true?” The anewer ic that it ic partly a recult of general lifestyle differences between countties, and ie
partly a regult of the gpecial lifectyle a micgionary lives while on' Home Miniciry Accighment.”

In Ecuador we walk a lof, without even planning it ot thinking about it. The children’s echool wae
lege than half a mile away, but wae 300 vertical feet below our house, which cite on the cide of a2 mountain. We ugually did that
walk with them twice a day. Many other places we needed to go on a daily bagic were within walking dictance, gince in Quito
thinge are packed a lot cloger together. The cituation ic cimilar in 4 lot of places in Latin America, including Bogot4.

And when | did want to get come extta exercice, | just had to etep out my front door, which wage on the gide of an almogt
16,000 foot tall voleano, and ctart hiking uphill! Bogot3 i¢ alco high in the mountaing, but we don’t expect our houge there to
be right on the cide of a mountain.

In the United States thinge are much more spread out, co people celdom walk, cince it just ien’t practical. Thic meang
that to get regular exercice, it alwaye hag fo be planned, rather than happening ac a natural part of life. Thic ic one of the thinge
that ic hard for ue when wa return to the U.S. for our Home Minictry Accignment, along with the fact that we don’t have a rou-
tine and are on the road a lot. So we just have to be a lot more diceiplined to plan the exercice we need, and to not take that ge-
cond helping of lacagnha or cheesecake at the church supper!
