Rick: An exciting development that arose recently was that I was
asked to help in the production of the Jesus Film in both Central High-
land Quichua and in Imbabura Quichua. This is a live-action film based
mainly on the text of the book of Luke. (You can watch the English
version at jesusfilm.org.) In an oral culture like that of the Quichuas
this will be an important tool for spreading the gospel. I was able to
recommend my long-time coworkers Segundo (for Imbabura) and
Daniel (for Central Highland) as translators, and they have been work-
ing hard getting the scripts ready. These should be recorded using na-
tive Quichua actors sometime this year. (A version was done in
Central Highland Quichua many years ago, but for a number of rea-
sons it really needs to be redone.)
